FISCAL YEAR 2006 - 07
All positions are voluntary, non-compensated seats. Officers for FY ’07-08 received membership approval in a vote tallied last week.  Currently, the VP of Membership position remains open with no nominees suggested at this time.    It is expected that the gap will be temporarily filled by former VP, Shannon Hiebert.
President -  Shannon Hiebert
Enterprise Rent-A-Car   (Oklahoma City)
A Founding Member of OkEthics beginning in 2003, Shannon has served as Vice President of Membership for the Consortium since her appointment to the Board in 2004.  She is Group Human Resources Manager for 
Enterprise Rent-A-Car in Oklahoma City.  Beginning in September, 2006, Shannon will be expected to fill a two-year term, one as President and the other as At-Large.
 FOUNDING DIRECTOR - SHANNON WARREN 
WARREN CONSULTING LLC  (Oklahoma City)
Since the group's inception in October, 2003, Shannon has served as the Director on a non-compensated voluntary basis.  To ensure continuity, she serves in this capacity on both the Consortium and Foundation Boards.  This position serves at the pleasure of the Board and no term limits have been established.
 PRESIDENT (Foundation) & VP OF EDUCATION & MENTORING (Consortium)  - BOB BYRNE
BOEING   (Oklahoma City)
Bob wears two hats - one as President of the Foundation, the 501c3 organization that supports university efforts and student chapters.  He simultaneously acts as a VP on the Consortium Board to ensure continuity of communication between the two groups.  Bob was appointed to the Board in January, 2005, subsequent to Harry Whitney's resignation to relocate out of state.  Bob is the Ethics Advisor for Boeing   Bob was appointed to a two-year term, with the option for continuance after January 2007 at his and the Board's mutual consent.  This vote will extend his position through January, 2008.
PRESIDENT (Tulsa Chapter) - GENE BISHOP
Northpoint Wealth Management, LLC (Tulsa)
